City Council Votes Against
Protected Neighborhood

Neighborhoods believed protected from
encroachment under the proposed Comprehensive
Land Use Plan (Tall Oaks and Benton Woods) were
defeated in their efforts to keep the parking deck
proposed by JAS Worldwide near the Glenridge Post
Office out of their community. Despite these
neighborhoods collecting 200 signatures in
opposition, showing the support of surrounding
neighborhoods and producing a large turnout at the
October 16 City Council meeting - in a 3 to 1 vote,
the City Council agreed to allow a 2 story structure
to be built on land previously zoned for residential
use. Council members Dianne Fries, Rusty Paul and
Ashley Jenkins all voted to approve the application
while "Tibby" DeJulio (who represents District &
where the neighborhoods are located), although
presenting points in favor of the applicant during
discussions, actually voted to deny the petition.
District 6. Karen Meinzen McEnerny was absent and
the District 1 seat at the time was unfilled. One area
resident that attended the City Council meeting
offered the following: "the one point given by the
Council was that Sandy Springs needs to do what it
can to balance business needs with the residents”.
However that resident also added "This rezoning is
an egregious example of the City Council going
against its constituents and ignoring the clear
message from "protected” neighborhoods. Going
forward it will be important for Sandy Springs
residents to remind the Mayor and City Council
representatives that this voting behavior will not be

Roberts Drive Rezoning Petition
Redux

On September 18th, the City Council passed a
resolution agreeing to reconsider the rezoning of
three properties on Roberts Drive previously denied
earlier this. This was prompted by concern that there
might be a court order to reverse the council's zoning
denial. The petitioning developer's plan was to
construct 19 townhome type structures on a three
acre parcel. This petition was vigorously opposed by
the neighbors whose homes were on parcels of at
least one acre in size. During the petition
deliberations last spring, the neighborhood had
offered a compromise allowing 2 houses per acre
which was rejected by the developer. The city has
taken the initiative to submit a rezening petition
which will consider a range of rezoning options from
the current one home per acre to a high density
option requested by the prospective developer. The
first step, the Community Zoning Information Meeting
was held at City Hall on October 23rd. The next step
will be the Planning Commission review on
December 20th.
