Multiple grants and gifts in the past year have allowed the organization to obtain a portable water monitoring station and a night vision camera to monitor animal activity in local creeks.  These devices support  educational programs run by the organization to train environmental science students in the local high schools and support ongoing monitoring of local water sources.  Multiple members of the organization have been certified by the State as water quality monitors.


The “Big Fish” Announced

On Saturday, September 26th, the Watershed Alliance announced its “Big Fish” award winner for the 2008-2009 fiscal year.  This year’s winner – Dr. Jeffrey Kunkes – was honored for his seed donation that allowed the organization to enhance its website and other communications tools.
